Parents and caregivers need to make certain they and their kids are properly buckled up on every trip, every time. In 2014, 191 passenger vehicle occupants under 13 died while unbuckled in motor vehicle traffic crashes. Proper use of car seats, booster seats, and seat belts saves lives and offers the best protection for children in crashes. 

We hope you will grant us the honor of such a proclamation to recognize that car seat safety is critical to protecting our best hope for a brighter future: our children.
