Driver Education National Standards.

Education and Training

2.1.1 Each State should have driver education and training that meets or exceeds current nationally accepted content standards and benchmarks.

Oregon’s response:
Oregon’s Risk Prevention Curriculum is nationally recognized and exceeds current national standards.
2.1.2 Each State should approve curricula that are based on nationally recognized standards such as ADTSEA and DSAA—Attachments E and F.  Each State retains authority in determining what curricula meet its State standards.  Other resources include AAA and NIDB.

Oregon’s response:
Oregon’s Risk Prevention Curriculum is nationally recognized and exceeds current national standards. It was developed from Nidb Core Curriculum.  It is supported by OAR 737-015-0030.
2.1.3 Each State should regulate the use of simulation and driving ranges.

Oregon’s response:
OAR 737-015-0060, defines acceptable use of Driving Simulators.  Oregon currently has no driving ranges.
2.1.4 Each State should require an approved end-of-course knowledge and skill assessment examination based on the stated goals and objectives to graduate from the driver education and training program.

Oregon’s response:
While skill assessment is a requirement as defined in OAR 737-015-0030(5)(e), and both on-going and end-of-course examinations are offered to providers as part of the Oregon Driver Risk Prevention Curriculum  Oregon does not require end-of-course knowledge or skill assessments.
2.1.5 Each State should require a course provider to conduct valid post-course evaluations of driver education and training programs to be completed by the students and/or parent for the purpose of improving the effectiveness of the program (a resource for help in conducting these evaluations is the AAA Foundation for Traffic Safety).

Oregon’s response:
Currently, Oregon does not require post-course assessment.
2.1.6 Each State should require core driver educational hours that focus on the driving task and safe driving practices sufficient to meet the criteria established by the end-of-course examination.  To enable States to select the appropriate guidelines for contact hours to meet the desired outcomes, the following instructional time should be:

1. First stage education (45 hours of classroom/10 hours B-T-W/10 hours observation)
2.  Second stage education (10 hours and in-car instruction can be enhanced with simulation or driving range instruction.

Oregon’s response:
Currently, Oregon’s core educational hours are 30 hours in the classroom, 12 hours in the vehicle, of which 6 are behind-the-wheel. Reference OAR 737-015-0030(5)(a)(b)(c)

There is no second stage education plan at this time.
2.1.7 Each State should require distributive learning.
Oregon’s response:
Currently, Oregon has no requirement for distributive learning, but does provide support for those agencies that make online instructor continuing education available.  There are no plans to move this genre towards the teen curriculum.
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
